	Risk Mitigation:
	All activities (local or dispatched) are supervised by at least two Senior Members. 

	SENIOR MEMBERS: 
	Wing Emergency Services Leadership Officers; Select Qualified Squadron Officers


In Civil Air Patrol (CAP), “senior members” are adult members who have passed an FBI background check and the Cadet Protection Program (CPP) training.  At least two senior members are required to be present with any group of cadets at all times, except as noted in the CAP regulations (orientation flights, etc.).  One female senior member is present at any overnight activity in which a female cadet participates.  The complete CPP policy was included in your cadet’s membership package, or is available upon request.
